2025.

The main works construction was awarded to Merym Pty Ltd t/a EMCO Building.

The main works project will be completed in separable portions;

1 the education support hub, design technology, foods and textiles blocks are all anticipated to be
completed December 2026.

1 sports hall is anticipated completedMarch 2027.

1 Visual Arts, IT block and refurbishments are anticipated to be completédgust 2028.

1 a final works contract will be issued to complete the Bus Drop off, Education support courtyard and
car park to be completediuly 2029.
